General Information: 
· The pool managers and lifeguards have the authority to enforce Association rules. 

· Any conflicts should be addressed with the pool manager on duty, who has the authority to direct anyone to leave the pool area for rule infractions or safety reasons. 

· Verbal abuse of any pool staff member shall result in an automatic minimum one-week suspension from the pools, and may result in the revoking of recreational privileges 

· The facilities passes of suspended individuals will remain with the pool manager and may be requested at the administrative office on the next business day 

· The Cascades Community Association (CCA) General Manager may suspend an individual's recreational privileges for up to one month for violation of pool rules 

· Suspensions of recreational privileges for periods of more than a month require Board approval.

	Category
	Description

	1.
	Personal Responsibility
	Pool patrons agree to abide by Association rules and to accept full responsibility for the actions of their children and guests. The Association assumes no responsibility for any accident, injury, personal property loss or damage.

	2.
	Behavior
	Disruptive and dangerous behavior to include running, wrestling and foul language is not permitted.

	3.
	Hygiene
	It is recommended that pool patrons shower with soap before entering the pool. Persons with obvious infections, including colds, lesions, open sores, and bandaged wounds will not be allowed in the pool.

	4.
	Attire
	Pool users must wear proper bathing attire (no cut-offs, dungarees, thongs, etc.)

	5.
	Non-swimmers
	Pool users unable to swim are not permitted in water deeper than their shoulder height, unless under adult supervision.

	6.
	Snack Foods 
	Snacks to include a limited amount of fruit, crackers, pretzels, light nutritional foods, and drinks like sodas, juice, and milk are permitted only in designated areas within the pool enclosure. Sandwiches, pizza, french-fries, and other "fast" foods must be eaten outside the pool. Those consuming meals must wait a minimum of thirty minutes before entering the pool enclosure. Pool patrons are responsible for cleanup after snacks, drinks or meals. Food deliveries within the pool enclosure are not permitted.

	7.
	Smoking
	Smoking is permitted in designated areas. Smokers are responsible for clean up after smoking.

	8.
	Glass Containers 
	Breakable objects or glass containers are not permitted.

	9.
	Intoxicants
	All intoxicants, including alcohol are not permitted.

	10.
	Wading Pool 
	Wading pool use is limited to children 5 years of age or younger. Adult supervision is required at all times. Play equipment is permitted in wading pool.

	11.
	Swim Diapers 
	Children of diaper-age must wear approved swim diapers in the pools. Children in training pants must wear tight-fitting plastic pants.

	12.
	Adult Supervision 
	Children under 5 years of age must be with an adult at all times. Children under 8 years of age must be under direct visual adult supervision at all times.

	13.
	Adult Supervision 
	Children under 12 years of age must be accompanied by a person 16 years of age or older. This person will be responsible for the child. No person shall accompany more than five children unless the person is over the age of eighteen.

	14.
	Rest Periods 
	Children under 18 years of ages must abide by the fifteen-minute rest period each hour.

	15.
	Play Equipment
	Balls, rafts, and noodles are permitted unless restricted by pool manager on duty. Other play equipment may be permitted on designated play days. Dive sticks should be used for instructional purposes only and under adult supervision.

	16.
	Excluded Equipment
	Skates, skateboards, bicycles, and other wheeled recreational items with the exception of children's wagons and strollers are not permitted in the pool enclosure.

	17.
	Other Equipment 
	Water wings and multi-chambered personal floatation devices are permitted. Kick-boards, snorkels, and swim fins are permitted under adult supervision unless restricted by pool manager on duty. Restrictions will be based on pool occupancy and use may be limited to lap lanes.

	18.
	Diving Boards 
	The diving well is for diving only. Only one person at a time is permitted on the diving board or ladder. Dives will be straight out and away from the board. Boards may be used simultaneously.

	19.
	Audio Devices 
	Headphones must be used with all audio devices.

	20.
	Guard Stations 
	Pool patrons shall stay clear of guard stations at all times.

	21.
	Weather Conditions 
	Pool may be closed due to weather conditions or operational breakdowns at the discretion of the pool manager on duty.

	22.
	Prohibited Entry
	Use of pool enclosure area after pool hours of operation will result in suspension of pool privileges for the season and may result in prosecution for trespassing.

	23
	Swimming Lessons 
	Swimming lessons may only be provided at specified times and by contractors approved by the CCA Board to provide such lessons.
